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Lawton – Lawton enjoyed a taste of Hollywood in November when the motion picture production company Restless Natives visited sites around town for a film shoot. 

Directors Tvli Jacob and Steven Judd were on location at the Comanche Nation College and the Lawton YMCA to film a trailer for the movie, "Lazarus Rises".   Flying in from Los Angeles were screenwriter/producer Larissa FastHorse, executive producer Mark E. Lee and editor/camera operator Larry Milburn.  FastHorse selected Restless Natives to shoot a short trailer of her feature script for possible investors.   The shoot was funded by National Geographic All Roads Seed Grant, and the script was developed with the Sundance Institute/Ford Foundation. 

"Lazarus Rises" is the story of four unlikely companions that set off on a journey to a religious festival.   Local actor Guy Narcomey was selected to play the role of Ian, a paraplegic Native American boy who has converted to Amish.  Brian Frejo played the title role of Lazarus, a blind Native American trying to get to a ceremony at his home.   Along the way, they encounter a cast of characters, including members of the local Comanche police, Mariela Mansfield and Chief Ray Anderson.

Principle filming took place at the Comanche Nation College and in the pool at the Lawton YMCA, where underwater scenes were completed. 
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
